
Introduction of Speed Indication Devices (SIDs) in Itchingfield Parish
The Parish Council has installed two Speed Indication Devices (SIDs) at key locations within the Parish as part of our ongoing commitment to improving road safety for all residents, and those who drive, cycle, walk or ride through our Parish. These locations have been identified through local knowledge, resident feedback, and observations of traffic speeds.
SIDs are electronic signs that display the speed of approaching vehicles alongside the applicable speed limit. Their purpose is not for enforcement or issuing penalties, but to provide drivers with a clear, immediate reminder of their speed. Evidence from many communities shows that simply making drivers aware of their speed encourages safer driving behaviour.
The Parish has chosen initially to install 2 solar-powered SIDs that will be rotated between 4 WSCC-approved locations listed below, allowing flexibility while making best use of our funding. By focusing on education rather than enforcement, SIDs help promote long-term awareness and safer driving habits throughout the Parish.
The Council hopes that speed indication devices will contribute to a calmer traffic environment, improving safety and quality of life for everyone who lives, works, or travels within our community. We will monitor the effectiveness of the SIDs over time and welcome feedback from residents.
SID locations:
· Sandhills Road at village gateway entrance to Barns Green 
· Five Oaks Road (A264) between Bashurst Hill and Fulfords Hill junctions
· Trout Lane between Cross Lane and Two Mile Ash Road
· Two Mile Ash Road near junction with Rye Farm Road
